Again and
again the ball hit him straight in the chest,
or on the face, or on his knees. In the end,
he ran home crying.

Nick grew up not liking other people
much, even his own family. People had
been unkind to Nick, teasing him and
abusing him. But it made him strong and
tough, and he didn’t care what other peo-
ple thought of him. One day he heard
about Jesus, who had healed a blind man,
just like Nick, he had been born blind.
Jesus made a paste out of mud and
smeared it over the man’s eyes, and after
that the man had been able to see. Nick
prayed that Jesus might do the same for
him, that he too might receive his sight.

He began to learn more about Jesus.
And the more he learned about Jesus, the
more he learned about God. For the first
time in his life, Nick felt really happy. He
began to love his family, and realized that
his parents had made him tough and inde-
pendent. He thanked God for them and he
realized his blindness was hardly a handi-
cap at all. Nick knew he wanted to follow
Jesus for the rest of his life.
