[In the region of Judea] — Jesus taught the
people who listened to him. He told them that God is
good and generous. Instead of making people pay for
God’s love and life in God's kingdom, God gives
these good things without charging a price for them.
All we need to do is trust God and ask for God’s
promises. God will give them like a generous, loving
Father gives things to his children.

Some people thought God should be generous to
just certain people. Jesus answered, ‘‘No, God
wants to be generous to everybody.”” To show what
he meant, he told a story. He said, once there was
a farmer who hired people to work on his farm. He
needed extra help for just one day, so he hired some
people in the morning, some at noon, and some later
in the afternoon. But he paid everybody the same.
The ones who worked the longest thought that was
unfair. But the farmer said, “Why do you get upset
if | want to be generous with everybody?'’ That's
how good God is to us.
